Definition:
Increased Learning Time

Increased learning time is defined as using a longer
school day, week, or year schedule to significantly 
increase the total number of school hours to include
additional time for academic instruction as well as
instruction in other subjects and enrichment activities
that contribute to a well-rounded education, including,
for example, physical education, service learning, and
experiential and work-based learning opportunities that
are provided by partnering, as appropriate, with other 
organizations.

Definition:
Expanded Learning Opportunities

Expanded Learning Opportunities (ELOs) help improve
outcomes for children by providing expanded academic
enrichment and engagement, leveraging community
resources to offer instruction and experiential learning
opportunities in core and other subjects. ELOsincorporate
strategies such as hands-on learning, working in teams and
problem-solving to contribute to a well-rounded education.
Services may be delivered through a variety of approaches,
including afterschool, before school, summer and extended
day, week or year programs. Partnerships between schools
and community organizations are at the  core of strong ELOs.

Expanded Learning Opportunities

Expanded Learning Opportunities should:
Å Expand academic enrichment and engagement through instruction and 

experiential learning opportunities for core academic subjects (including 
English, reading or language arts, mathematics, science, foreign languages, 
civics and government, economics, arts, history, and geography) and other 
subjects (including physical education and career and technical education) 
to help improve the academic and socio-emotional outcomes for children 
and contribute to a well-rounded education.

Å Deliver services through partnerships and a variety of learning approaches 
and places, including afterschool, before school, summer, and expanded 
learning time.

Å Determine and implement an expanded learning approach through 
partnerships between local education agencies (LEAs), community based 
organizations (CBOs) and other non-profit entities, in which the CBO, non-
profit entity, or the LEA can be the lead fiscal agent.
